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Preparation 
 
Ensure that all components required to assemble the supercharger are available.  Refer to the Parts 
Supplied section provided earlier. 

Ensure that all required tools are available. 

Please read the entire instruction manual prior to beginning the installation procedure. 

Ensure vehicle is located in a secure position with vehicle tyres secured and handbrake applied.  
Sprintex® recommends to avoid injury you should use a vehicle lift or axle stands when the vehicle is 
required to be lifted for access.
